We are one 
parish with two parish 
churches (and two parish     
schools).

as you know we formally become the one parish of Epping and 
Carlingford’  on Sunday 1st July.   However, as that date falls in 
the school holiday period we will postpone our formal celebration 
of our coming together until the last Sunday in July. 

 
Some details of the day: 
 

· the only Mass celebrated in each of our churches on that weekend will be the 
6pm vigil Mass (in both churches).  There will be NO 8am, 10am or Sunday 
6pm Mass in either church. 

 
· instead there will be a single 11:00am outdoor 

Mass to be shared by our two communities.   We 
are also planning to involve the children from our 
two parish schools in the Mass.
