Please make use of the many 
times for Reconciliation available throughout this coming Season. Please note that because 
we will then be intensely preparing for our Christmas celebrations there will be NO 
celebration of Reconciliation during the last days of Advent. The times to share in the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation will be: 
 

�� on the Saturdays of Advent at the usual 5:00 – 5:30pm time 
 

�� The Second Rite of Reconciliation will be celebrated on Wednesday 19th 
December at 7:30pm (since Carlingford hosted this celebration in Lent on this occasion it 
will be held in Our Lady Help of Christians’ Church, Oxford St, Epping)  
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Bishop David Walker and the people of the Catholic Diocese of 
Broken Bay would like to invite members of all Christian 
Churches in northern Sydney to come together for an 
Ecumenical Celebration during the time of Advent in 
preparation for Christmas at Epping Catholic Church, 29 
Oxford Street, Epping this Wednesday 5th December at 
8:00pm. Parking is available in the school grounds at the rear – 
accessed via Cambridge St. 
 

Since our parish is hosting this diocesan celebration this year please 
support it by your presence.

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· First Collection: The income from our First Collection provides the salary for 
the priests who serve parishes, the provision of food, the allowance paid to our 
visiting priests and other supportive benefits for the priests of the diocese, including 
those who have retired. 
 

You may recall that back in March I reported that at a meeting for the priests of the 
diocese we were told that the fund that this collection supports is now in deficit at a 
diocesan level and as a result the priests will not receive their annual increase in 
salary (given to ensure that the allowance keeps up with the cost of living) neither 
this year nor next at the very least. Some of the other supportive benefits for the 
priests have also been curtailed.  Given that the cost of living has in fact increased 
this amounts to an effective pay cut for priests. This is rather discouraging 
given that the demands on priests are increasing rather than decreasing. The 
only solution to this would be an increase in the income from the First 
Collection across the diocese. 
 

Immediately after reporting this to you I’m pleased to say that the First Collection in 
both our churches increased significantly for some time.  However it now seems to 
have dropped back to its earlier level.  We really need the increase to be a sustained 
and long-term one. 
 

· Second Collection: We have many demands made upon the Second Collection, 
which provides all the running costs of our parish.  A particular thing to note is that 
our costs increase by approximately 3% every year  (as a just employer we ensure 
that there is an annual increase in our staff salaries in line with the national average, 
and as the CPI increases so does the cost of all the provisions we have to buy for the 
parish).  So our expenditure has a 3% increase demanded of it each year.  Our 
collections on the other hand tend to remain, at best, stable.  We certainly don’t 
experience a 3% increase!  And yet we must if we are not to go backwards each 
year.    ____________________________

As I’ve said before we would go along way to addressing both these problems if 
everyone could contribute just one or two dollars more per week every week to each 
of the two collections. If you are able to give an even greater increase that will of 
course be a tremendous help. But if everyone could just give that one dollar 
more per collection per week we would see a significant change in our income – 
which would be a good and much appreciated thing given the hard work put in 
by so many to make our parish the active community it is.   Of course a great 
‘thank you’ must go to those who have already done this – but if you have not been 
able to do so thus far could we ask that you consider whether this was possible.
