No 
other Church’s contributions attract a tax deduction either – it only occurs in those 
dioceses of the Catholic Church where parishes are responsible for the school building 
costs.

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· On Monday 14th July pilgrims will arrive in our parish to be accommodated via 
Homestay or in our two parish schools.  We are currently expecting 193 pilgrims to 
stay in St Gerard’s School, 143 to stay in Our Lady Help of Christians’ School and 287 
to be accommodated via Homestay. 

· On Tuesday 15th July at 4:30pm Cardinal George Pell will be the principal celebrant 
of the Opening Mass at Darling Harbour.  All are welcome.  The Mass will be in the 
precinct on the eastern side of Darling Harbour, north of King St Wharf and adjacent to 
Hickson Rd (best access is by walking from Wynyard).   The Mass, concelebrated by 
the bishops of Australia and over a thousand priests marks the official beginning of the 
World Youth Day week. 

· Each morning from Wednesday to Friday our two churches (as will many others across 
Sydney) will be host to a morning catechesis session led by a visiting bishop and 
which will include the celebration of Mass at 11am.  All welcome to these Masses in 
our two churches. The catechesis session at Epping will for German speaking pilgrims; 
at Carlingford it will be for English speaking pilgrims. 

· in the afternoon and evening of each day from Wednesday – Friday the pilgrims will 
then move into city locations for activities there.  See the World Youth Day website for 
the details of the more than 300 festival activities taking place during the week. 

· Pope Benedict will arrive at 2:45pm on Thursday 17th July.  There will be a motorcade 
through the city.  All are invited to come into the city & be part of the welcome. 

· the Stations of the Cross take place in and around the city and Harbour foreshores on 
Friday 18th July. 

· on the Saturday the pilgrims walk to Randwick for the overnight vigil. All are welcome 
at the main vigil celebrations (at which the Pope will be present) between 7-9pm. 

· on Sunday 20th July the Pope celebrates Mass at Randwick at 10am.  Youth festival 
activities continue at the Racecourse into the afternoon. 

· on Monday 21st July pilgrims begin leaving Sydney 
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As World Youth Day approaches there is a ‘Fifteen Day 
Walk of the Cross and Icon’ as they are carried on foot 

across Sydney.    Our parish will host the Cross and Icon on the evening of THIS 
Wednesday 9th July at Our Lady Help of Christians’ Church at Epping.      
 

We are keen, as we host the Cross and Icon, to involve our fellow local Churches with 
whom we are in covenant – as you will see we will therefore have a procession to St 
Alban’s Anglican Church for a brief Service there before returning to our church for 
Mass and other times of prayer.  Bishop David will be with us for the whole event, 
including the Ecumenical Service.  The following is the outline of what will happen

In line with the 
theme of World Youth Day this will be celebrated as a Mass calling 
for the gift of the Holy Spirit.
