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Today with the celebration of Pentecost the Easter Season draws to a close.  This great 
Easter feast of Pentecost stands as the second greatest day in our Church year after 
Easter Sunday itself, outranking by far even Christmas itself. 
 

Pentecost is often looked at as just a feast day standing by itself.  But it’s not.  It is an 
Easter day, intimately bound up with Easter itself.  Pentecost celebrates that what 
happens at Easter belongs also to us – that the Spirit poured out by the Father  on Jesus, 
raising him to life, is poured out also on us. 
 

And the Spirit is the Spirit of unity .  As the Spirit is the bond of love uniting Father 
and Son in the Trinity, so the Spirit unites us, brings us into one body. For that reason 
Pentecost is often called ‘the birthday of the Church’ for the Church is born, the 
Christian community is born, in the great outpouring of the Holy Spirit. 
 

For that reason too the week leading up to Pentecost is observed as ‘The Week of 
Prayer for Christian Unity’.  To keep that aspect of Pentecost we will gather in prayer 
on Thursday week with our fellow local Churches.

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When a young person first learns to drive they can’t wait to move from 
their ‘Ls’ to their ‘Ps’ and then in turn to their unconditional license;  
when we’re at school we want to finish and graduate; at uni to get that 
degree and move into one’s chosen career.  We have a tendency to see the 
various ‘learning’ phases of our life as temporary ones, ones that 
thankfully give way to a state of having ‘arrived’ at our goal. 
 

Paradoxically however, in a healthy humanity and a healthy spirituality 
there’s a recognition that we never lose those L-plates, that we never 
graduate to a point where there’s nothing left to learn.  As people move 
into the mature and later years of their life (and sometimes earlier) they 
tend to fall into one of two camps – those who are open: open-minded and 
open-hearted, ready to question, to learn, to see things in new ways; & 
those who are closed: closed-minded, sure and certain of their opinions, 
unwilling to re-think old ways of seeing the world. 
 

The latter is not only sad from a human point of view; it’s also at odds 
with what the Gospel calls us to be.  Jesus constantly challenged the 
rigidity of the Pharisees.  The key word at the heart of Christian faith is 
‘conversion’ – a word that doesn’t relate to a once-and-forever experience, 
but an on-going and never-completed process:  conversion is about a heart 
which is changing, and continually open to further change.  Otherwise we 
haven’t been converted to the Gospel – merely to our own way of 
understanding it. 
 

So, both as human beings and as disciples we need to keep our L plates 
with us throughout life, to realise that our learning is never finished and 
never should be; to r5ecognise that there is nothing more attractive than a 
human being who retains on open mind and heart (and nothing so 
disfigured as the opposite).  We’re not God – we’re simply seeking God. 
And to do that we have to retain the openness of a learner who discovers 
and recognises God in new places & new situations.  Conversion is at the 
heart of discipleship, & conversion is a process that doesn’t end this side 
of eternal life.
