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As some of you would be aware I have recently taken some time off from priestly 
ministry. For the last six months I am very grateful to have had the opportunity to 
explore a number of personal issues with the help of the staff and clients at 
Encompass Australasia. My participation in this programme has been a life giving 
experience and helped me to come to greater self-knowledge and self-understanding. 
 
At the outset of the programme I did not realise how life changing my time with 
Encompass would be. While I could not imagine leaving the priesthood, I knew I had 
to get to a point where I felt free to leave ministry, if I was to be truly free to remain 
in ministry. It has been a long road, but I have discovered that the discipline of 
celibacy does not enrich, but actually limits my ability to exercise the ministry of 
priesthood. Moreover celibacy actually inhibits my ability to become the person God 
has called me to be. 
 
It is with great sadness that I have asked Bishop David to support my petition for 
laicisation. I look back on my years of priestly ministry with great joy and 
satisfaction. I feel humble to have worked with you; and I feel privileged to have 
walked beside you. I am certainly grateful for all the support, encouragement and 
love you have given me over the years. Thank you all very much.
