My favourite word in the world!  And a word that occurs a number of times in the 
Gospel, including today. 
 

It’s sometimes translated (as in our reading today) as “I have pity on them” which is an 
appallingly inaccurate translation.   A better attempt is ‘I am filled with compassion for 
them’ but even that falls short of the mark.. 
 

The root word in this Greek verb is  �������  (splagma) which means ‘the guts’ or 
’the bowels’.  ��������	
���   means to so identify with a person, to so feel with them 
(not for them, as from a position of safety and superiority) that we understand what 
they are going through – whether that be their weakness and sinfulness or some trial 
they’re experiencing.    ��������	
���   literally means that our guts twist and turn 
because we so identify with that person.   It’s a word that finds its way onto Jesus’ lips 
a number of times and therefore a word that should describe how a Christian - and a 
Christian Church – should look on the weakness and sinfulness of others.   The 
question is: does it?

Likewise the objection is sometimes made that there is no justification in the Scriptures 
for the veneration and honour paid to Mary as the mother of the Lord.  And yet the very 
early Church which discerned those Scriptures as reflecting its faith had a very definite 
place for the veneration and honouring of Mary, even in those days of the early Church.  
Those books were not chosen out of any sense that they would pass judgment on what 
was already an integral part of the living faith of the Church community – and seen as 
perfectly consistent with its apostolic faith -  and so to find that condemnation in them 
now would be to find a meaning that was never part of the original reason for choosing 
them in the first place.  It’s only when the Bible is read in an absolutely private sense – 
that is, without reference to or out of the context of, the wider faith of the Church that 
this sort of conflict occurs.  There is an intrinsic ‘churchedness’ to the Bible – when 
taken out of the communion of faith and made merely into one’s own private guide to 
faith all sorts of contradictory interpretations can arise.  And do arise.  Why?    Because 
in its very origins the Bible was an expression of a living faith of a living Church and 
to draw out its meaning that faith has to be taken into account.  The Bible did not drop 
out of the sky. 
 

This doesn’t mean of course that there’s no place for personal reading of the Scriptures 
or for finding a personal message for the living of our own lives.  On the contrary that’s 
essential.  But it is to say that something is aberrant in a purely private reading of the 
Scriptures in such a way as to interpret them as existing outside of, independent of, and 
unconnected to the great living tradition of faith in the Christian community which is 
the Church.   We don’t – and we shouldn’t – expect to find everything about Christian 
faith in the Bible.  Why should we?  Christian faith is a living and evolving thing – it 
takes on different expressions, stresses different nuances, comes to new insights, 
addresses itself to new and previously unanticipated situations as it moves through the 
changing world of human cultures and times (and in all that the Holy Spirit is present 
and active).  What we do do however is to look always to the Scriptures as the norm 
and guide for faith – to draw out those principles that help us to reflect on and address 
those new situations, to ensure that our living faith doesn’t take on expressions that 
contradict or ignore the revelation found in the Scriptures.  But that’s very different 
from saying that everything has to be already found there in the Scriptures in pre-
packaged form and that no evolving insights, under the Spirit’s guidance, can take 
place.         Fr Colin

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Next year there will again be an opportunity for a limited number of parishioners to 
take part in a special retreat experience in a monastic context. 
 

Tarrawarra Abbey is a community of Cistercian monks in the Yarra Valley to the east 
of Melbourne. The Cistercian Order was founded in 1098 as a reform movement 
growing out of the Benedictine Order. It is a contemplative Order and, in the 
Benedictine and Cistercian tradition, the lifestyle of the monks is a combination of 
prayer and work (the abbey runs a beef cattle farm and supplies altar breads – our own 
altar bread comes from the abbey). The abbey is located in a beautiful landscape of 
rolling hills along the upper reaches of the Yarra River with a stunning range of hills as 

a backdrop.  
 

In the monastic tradition the abbey welcomes 
guests so that people can tap into the rhythm of 
the daily liturgy of the abbey or just set some 
time apart for reflection and quiet. 
 

I have arranged with the abbey to reserve the 
guest accommodation for two separate weeks 
next year so that two groups from our parish 
may stay there for a retreat tapping into the 
peace and beauty of the abbey environment and 

the rhythm of the daily liturgical Offices. Due to the limited guest accommodation at 
the Abbey only 9 can attend each retreat (which includes myself as I will join each 
group). 
Obviously this involves some commitment since it means setting aside a week to be 
away and also as it is some distance from Sydney. In discerning if you would like to 
put your name forward to be part of this experience the following outline of what’s 
involved may be helpful: 
· attendance would involve a commitment 
to the whole period of time involved: it 
would not be possible to come for just part 
of the time 
· in terms of transport we can attempt to 
arrange a ‘car pool’ if there are some who 
would like to drive. If you are driving it 
would be advisable to allow an extra day at 
the beginning and at the end of the retreat 
period since it is best to break the trip into 
two segments and stay somewhere overnight 
on the journey. It is certainly a beautiful drive (I have done it many times- a total of 
about ten hours actual driving time).

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· alternatively if you wish to travel by plane or train then you would simply need to 
arrange to catch a suburban train to the nearest railway station (about 15 mins drive 
from the abbey) and we could arrange to pick you up and drop you off there. 
· These would be silent retreats. However there would be some balance to this. 
Obviously if two or more people would like to chat or talk about their experience they 
would be welcome to withdraw to where they would not disturb the peace of  others; 
also we would have one meal each day where we have the opportunity to talk together 
and reflect on our experience. However for this week of retreat to allow God some 
space to work in us and to best tap into the possibility for reflectiveness that the abbey 
provides, the expectation would be for a general spirit of silence to pervade most of the 
time.  
· The life of a monastery is punctuated by the rhythm of the singing of the daily 
Offices: Vigils at 4am (!), Lauds and Mass (6am), Terce (‘the third Hour’) (around 
8am), Sext (‘the sixth Hour’) (around noon), Nones (‘the Ninth Hour’) (around 
1.30pm), Vespers (Evening Prayer) (around 6pm) and Compline (‘Night Prayer’) 
(8pm). Since this retreat is meant to involve the opportunity to experience something of 
the rhythm of the monastic life the expectation in attending this retreat would be to take 
part in each of these daily Offices in the Abbey Church (though in a spirit of 
compassion we would make the early Office of Vigils optional!).  
· Cost: the abbey makes no charge on guests but asks a donation. Our plan would also 
be to be self-catering so we will need to work out the cost of purchasing food. We 
would have a meeting of those taking part in the retreat prior to our going to 
Tarrawarra and work out the food/cooking arrangement at that time. Finally there 
would be the cost of travelling to and from the Abbey – whether sharing in the petrol 
costs or the cost of plane or train transport. If anyone would really like to take part in 
the retreat but feels that financial considerations might prevent them I am very happy to 
look at some assistance that can be provided – please see me if this is the case (and this 
would of course be kept entirely confidential).

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CityRail is organizing specially discounted WYD08 train tickets to help parishioners 
avoid queues and get to events easily.  These are aimed at general parishioners who are 
not registered as World Youth Day participants (and who therefore do not have a WYD 
transport pass).   These are commemorative tickets (with images of the Pope on them) 
designed to be retained as a souvenir of WYD. 
 

Each  ticket covers your train journey to and from the city and unlimited travel around 
the CBD (being Redfern, Central, Town Hall, Wynyard, St James, Museum, Milsons 
Point, North Sydney, Martin Place and Kings Cross) on any one chosen day only (from 
Thursday 17th – Sunday 20th July).   
 

The tickets are specific to each of the four days – you need to nominate the day(s) 
you need tickets for. 
 

The cost for a ticket beginning from Epping Station will be $6.00 ($3.00 
child/concession).  ($4.00/$2.00 if you commence and end your return journey at 
Strathfield or closer to the city).  The concession price applies to children aged between 
4 to 15 years and to school students 16 – 18 years, plus pensioners, seniors and tertiary 
students) 
These tickets would therefore be useful if you wanted to attend any or all of: 

· the Pope’s arrival on the Thursday 
· the Stations of the Cross on the Friday 
· the vigil at Randwick on the Saturday 
· the Papal Mass on the Sunday 
· any of the festival activities happening on any of these days 

 

The tickets cannot be used before 9am or during the afternoon peak (4 – 7pm).  
 

These tickets may only be purchased prior to the event and via parishes. Travellers 
travelling and purchasing tickets on the day will pay the normal fare. 
 

How to obtain these tickets: 
Members of our parish WYD Committee will be taking orders for tickets over the next 
two Sundays – 22nd and 29th June after each Mass.   You will need to pay when you 
order.   Orders will close on 29th June.  Tickets will be available for collection in 
early July.
