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John’s Gospel often uses the terms ‘Spirit’ and ‘the world’ as opposites, as enemies. 
 

But we have to be careful lest we equate John’s use of ‘the world’ as simply meaning 
‘the world around us.’     John’s community lived in a time of persecution and the word 
‘world’ for him has a special meaning – the world which is blind to and opposes the 
Holy Spirit. 
 

But the key thing is that it doesn’t simply mean the world as such – as though 
everything outside of the Church is bad. 
 

Because the simple fact of the matter is that many good people and many good things 
exist outside the Church – sometimes, sadly, better people and better movements than 
within the Church. 
 

If we simply oppose ‘the Church’ and ‘the world’ then we become blind, blind to what 
goodness lies beyond our own walls – and above all blind to the challenges that the 
world offers us.   To presume we own and hold a monopoly on the Holy Spirit is a 
gross spiritual arrogance and our challenge is to recognise the work, the promptings 
and the challenge of the Spirit wherever they may occur.                 Fr Colin

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The good news is that we currently have about 69 families from our Parish that have 
signed up to become hosts, willing to host in the vicinity of about 180 pilgrims during 
the event.  
 

However we still need more Homestay hosts.  Please consider whether you can offer 
your home. 
 

Remember, YOU DO NOT HAVE TO PROVIDE A BED : floor space is all that’s 
needed (the young people will bring their own sleeping bags etc). So you could 
accommodate a number of young people even if you had no spare bed. In signing up to 
become a HomeStay host, you will be able to provide bed and breakfast (cold or hot) to 
one or (hopefully) more pilgrims during the period, as the visiting youth experience a 
pilgrimage of their lifetime.  
 

We have also been advised that the closing date for the special offer of guaranteed 
access to Randwick for people that are registering to be WYD08 HomeStay Hosts has 
been extended to 30th April!   Any person/family who signs up (or has already signed 
up) to host a minimum of two WYD08 pilgrims (18-35 yrs olds) in their homes 
before this date gets the opportunity to take up the special offer for the Papal Mass on 
Sunday 20th  July. This means HomeStay Hosts can take their spouse and any children 
under 16 to the Papal Mass and be allocated a space inside Randwick Racecourse.  
There are pamphlets and registration forms on the HomeStay Programme at the 
entrances to each of our churches if you are interested. You can also find out more 
information about the HomeStay Programme, and register your interest as a HomeStay 
host on the WYD08 website at www.wyd2008.org/homestay.

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On Pentecost Sunday this year (11th May ) two changes will come into effect in 
the way we celebrate Mass in the light of the new General Instruction of the 
Roman Missal which has been issued from Rome: 
 

�� The first change relates to a posture: 
The present situation is: when the priest invites the people to pray at the beginning of 
the liturgy of the Eucharist he says: "Pray Brethren that our sacrifice may be 
acceptable to God our almighty Father." The congregation remains seated and 
responds with: "May the Lord accept this sacrifice at your hands, for the praise and 
glory of his name, for our good and the good of all the Church. " The congregation 
then stands. 
The change is as follows - as of Pentecost Sunday:   after the priest issues his 
invitation: "Pray brethren that our sacrifice may be acceptable to God our almighty 
Father" the congregation does not at first respond but stands together. Only when the 
congregation has stood do they then join in the response: "May the Lord accept the 
sacrifice at your hands…".    Why stand? To stand in response to the priest's 
invitation is a sign of our readiness to enter into the great prayer which will follow - 
ie: the Eucharistic Prayer which the priest prays on behalf of the gathered assembly. 
To stand is to make a formal recognition of the importance of that invitation. 
 

�� The second change relates to a gesture: 
The new General Instruction on the Missal says: "When approaching to receive Holy 
Communion the faithful bow in reverence of the Mystery that they are to receive." 
Therefore in future as we approach to receive communion each person is asked to 
make a bow in reverence before receiving Communion. A couple of practical points 
about this important gesture of reverence for the mystery of the Eucharist: 
 

· it can be difficult to leave your bow until it is your turn to receive communion - 
there can be somewhat of an irreverent rush to complete the bow and then present 
yourself for Communion. Therefore it would be appropriate to make your bow while 
the person in front of you is receiving Communion. Then you will be ready to move 
forward when it is your turn. 
 

· the bow is intended to be a gesture of reverence to the great mystery of the 
Eucharist in which we are about to share through Holy Communion. It is appropriate 
therefore that it be a significant bow: if your state of health allows. It would be 
appropriate for it to be a profound bow - that is, a bow from the waist. 
 

· in a similar way we would make a bow when approaching to receive Communion 
from the chalice (likewise doing so while the person before you is receiving 
Communion so that you are ready to step forward when it is your turn. 
 

As stated above these changes commence on Pentecost Sunday 11th May.  However 
you are of course very welcome to begin using the very appropriate gesture of 
reverence for the Eucharist immediately. 
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As a way of offering some on-going reflection for the Easter Season each week we’ll 
re-print one of the homilies Fr David Ranson and Fr Colin gave over the Easter 
Triduum in our two communities.  This week we have Fr David’s homily at the 
Easter Vigil (given at Epping): 

  

I have often reflected on the oddity of what we are doing tonight!  When I say, ‘odd’ I 
mean something so different from what many are doing around us tonight. 
 

I think the ‘oddest’ Easter ceremony in which I participated was with the deaf 
community once in Prahran in Melbourne on busy Commercial Rd.  We were a 
stumbling group, processing into the Church after a rather disastrous fire ceremony, 
whilst everyone else seemed to be heading out for a good night on the town.  Our very 
motley group seemed to be in such sharp contradiction to the hip and groovy set that 
was setting out for a night at the nearby bars and clubs! 
 

We must have looked very out of place, to say the least!  We were in such 
contradiction to the concerns of those heading out for a good night! 
 

The memory of this stark social contradiction has stayed with me because in some 
ways it betrays the deeper contradictions which belong to the heart of the Easter 
celebration. 
 

The celebration of the Easter Vigil is, in itself, a contradiction.  Darkness settles; we 
light a candle.  When sleep invites, the Christian stays awake.  This ritual contradiction 
brings us to the heart of the fundamental contradiction that we celebrate as Christians 
each Easter: in the face of death, we proclaim life. 
 

This is the central proclamation we make in Christ:  life in death!  This proclamation is 
the ultimate contradiction, and it is the heart of our faith.  We stand in the face of death, 
and proclaim life.  We stand in the face of absence, and proclaim presence.  We stand 
in the face of darkness and proclaim light. 
 

Our proclamation of Christ Risen invites us into the heart of this paradox:  life in death.  
 

We are invited to ask how this mystery of life in death is present for each of us.   
 

How is death already present in our life?  It is present in all those deathly experiences:  
the experiences which numb us, paralyse us, render us inert, passive, only half-living, 
half-dead.  These are the experiences rendered us by our fears, our angers, our 
bitterness and resentments, our cynicism.   
 

Christ stands before us and calls us out of death into life.  He calls us out of the 
experience of fear into its opposite which is love, out of bitterness into forgiveness, 
from despair into hope, from shame into dignity. 
 

However the side of ‘death’ is imagined, whether it be in fear, bitterness, resentment, 
despair, darkness and so forth the end result of that side for us is isolation and 
fragmentation.  Fear, bitterness, despair all work to isolate us, to marginalise us, to 
estrange us, to keep us locked up in the dark room of only ourselves.  And, the more

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isolated we are in life, the more fragmented we become, the less whole we experience 
ourselves. 
 

The risen Christ, thus, ultimately, calls us out of isolation.  The risen Christ calls us 
into the experience of communion, of relationship.  This experience of communion, of 
hospitality, of relationship is the fruit of all those things which are characteristic of life 
in the paschal mystery:  love, hope, forgiveness.  Love, hope, forgiveness, for example, 
all create a new and profound openness in our life, a capacity to be with others, and to 
be for others.  They bring us into a deeper sense of relationship with others.   
 

One of the primary signs of the Resurrection, therefore, in the movement from isolation 
to community, and in the transformation of fragmentation into wholeness that such a 
movement occasions. 
 

As Christians, as disciples of the risen Christ, we are those who have a responsibility to 
enable this paschal movement, this movement from death to life, to occur in our world.  
We are those who are called to identify the places of isolation, and in, with and through 
the light of Christ, to transform these places into ones of community and of new 
relationship. 
 

Where and how do people experience isolation today?  Where and how are people 
marginalised today?  Who are those who are isolated in my own family, my own 
community, our own society?  Where do I experience a sense of isolation in my own 
life?  Where does fragmentation exist awaiting a new sense of wholeness and 
integration? 
 

Our discipleship of the Risen Christ, indeed,  makes us people of paradox and 
contradiction.  We stand in the face of darkness, and proclaim light.  We stand in the 
face of absence and proclaim presence.  We stand in the face of fear and proclaim love.  
We stand in the face of alienation and proclaim community.  We stand in the face of 
isolation and proclaim relationship.  We stand in the face of death and proclaim life. 
 

As Easter people we are people of contradiction.  This is the gift that we bring to the 
world, and by which the world becomes a new place, radiant with the light of Christ.

Catholic Faith Exploration 

 

CaFE was first launched in our parish some years ago. In a ‘coffee shop’ 
atmosphere it provides an opportunity to learn more about different aspects 
of our Catholic faith.
