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Once again it’s the theme of God’s love as hospitality of heart that emerges in today’s 
Gospel: 

Zacchaeus was a public sinner – as a tax collector he worked for the occupying 
Romans and extorted his own people.  His sin was real, not imagined.   

 

And the response of religious people was to shun him.  That’s how sin and 
sinners are to be treated. 
 

By contrast Jesus invites himself to dinner! 
 

We can’t imagine the impact of that simple statement.  Under Jewish ritual law to enter 
a sinners house made you unclean – and to share food with them made you as unclean 
as could be imagined. 

But that’s what Jesus does.  In our Christian faith we recognise Jesus as 
the incarnation of the God of love:  in Jesus we see our God made visible.   

 

And what we see is a God whose heart is utter hospitality.  There is no exclusion, only 
invitation.   Zacchaeus’ life was transformed because for once someone embraced him 
rather than judging him. 
Hospitality of heart.  That’s the God we believe in. The God we’re called to reflect.
